No matter what type of firearm you are using during the day,
remember the THREE Rules of Safe Gun Handling: (1) ALWAYS keep the firearm pointed in a
safe direction, (2) ALWAYS keep your finger off the trigger until ready to fire and (3) ALWAYS
Keep your firearm unloaded until ready to shoot the activity.

NOTE: BE SURE TO BRING ALL PARENTAL CONSENT FORMS WITH YOU. THERE SHOULD BE
ONE FOR EACH SHOOTER. See attachments. (Turn this in when you register)

COST OF THE EVENT: The cost of the event is: $35 for Shooters and $10 for Non-Shooters. This
cost covers lunch, patch, and ammo for the shooters.
